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Amendment to Safety Data Sheet for registration in the BASTA-system


The BASTA system is a self-declaration system. Construction products that meet maximum acceptable concentrations for specified environmental and health properties and where the supplier meets a number of terms of qualification can be registered in the BASTA database.A BASTA-registration may be based on a safety data sheet with corresponding assessment overview according to Council Directive 67/548/EEC with the following amendment, if not shown in those documents.

· a half-life > 60 days in seawater or freshwater or > 180 days in seawater or freshwater sediment or >18 days in soil and
· 2) BCF (Bio Concentration Factor) >5000
they may only occur in concentrations less then 0,1 percent by weight

· in the case that the products incorporate organic substances, which are persistent, bio accumulative and toxic with:
· a half-life > 60 days in seawater or > 40 days in freshwater or > 180 days in seawater sediment or > 120 days in freshwater sediment or >120 days in soil and

· BCF (Bio Concentration Factor) >2000 and

· Chronic NOEC (No Effect Concentration) < 0.01mg/l or <30 mg/kg food or CMR or classified T; R48 or Xn; R48 or R64
they may only occur in concentrations less then 0,1 percent by weight
· in the case that our product  contains substances included in  priority group 1 according to EU “candidate list of substances” European Commission DG Environment (2000)
 the only occur in concetrations less than 0,1 percent per weight.
· in the case that the products incorporate pure lead (Pb) or compounds of lead they may only occur in concentrations less then 0,1 percent by weight.
· the product does not incorporate pure mercury (Hg) or compounds of mercury.
· in the case that the products incorporate pure cadmium (Cd) or compounds of cadmium they may only occur in concentrations less then 0,01 percent by weight.
· We will support our customer upon a BASTA-audit by giving the auditor access to the underlying documentation upon which this declaration is based. Considering the secrecy conditions as stated in §7 in the Terms of agreement.
